This will take detailed planning before implementation but stakeholder collaboration is part of
the plan and will involve all CAPC members. The Department will seek input from the CAPC
and will conduct a Prevention Planning and Capacity Assessment Survey. The County will use
the Integrated Core Practice Model to guide this process, and they will want collective
discussion and participation.

The RFP for a consultant for this huge initiative has been released and once that individual is on
board the process will really begin. Carine will be attending CAPC meetings going forward and
updating the group on the progress of the roll-out.
